Make sure you cut off power supply at the main fuse
' box/circuit breaker before commencing any work.

Take out the ceiling plate and unscrew
the 3 plate nuts [C].

NOTE: The washers are to be removed, they are only
used for transportation. Place the fixture and nuts
on a soft surface. Please notice the bottom ceiling
plate is shown without the cords for clarity only. The
cords are fixed to the plate.

Lift the top ceiling plate from the fixture
and place it flush against the ceiling,

pull electrical cords through the hole
and mark anchor spots. Drill holes in all
the marked spots and place anchors in if
needed.

NOTE: Consult your local hardware store for proper
anchors for top ceiling plate.

Pull wires protruding from the ceiling
through the ceiling plate and screw the
anchor screws in.
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Carefully lift the fixture.

NOTE: Two people are needed for this and the
following steps.

Make all necessary electrical
connections. Junction boxes may vary
depending on location. The diagram

on the left shows the most common
markings and manner of connecting the
cords.

NOTE: We recommended installation by a licensed
electrician.

Slide the bottom ceiling plate on the
three bolts and use the nuts to secure
the ceiling plate in place.
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Carefully insert 19 5W LED E26 bulbs into
slots on the tip of each arm.

Start mounting glass globe from the
top arm downwards by first removing
the plastic stopper from the globe to be
mounted.

NOTE: Included cotton gloves must be worn when
handling glass globes.

Light bulbs Make sure your power supply is off LED bulbs,
before changing the bulb. Unscrew Cotton gloves (!)
